Applying Late Fees
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To add late fees you must first go to the ‘Installation’ screen and enter your late fees for your animals.  If you do not see a column for late fees then you need to do a live update or call NEMRC and request the latest update. 
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Once you have established your late fees then you may apply them using the ‘Apply Late Fees’ button on the ‘Main Menu’.   This will apply late fees to all untagged animals.  The late fees will be set back to zero when you close the animal year.  You may manually edit the late fees on an individual animal through the ‘Animal Maintenance’ screen.  If you have already entered late fees on some of the animals within the ‘Animal Maintenance’ screen then you will not be able to run this procedure until all late fees are set to zero.  This is to protect you from overwriting work that you might have done previously.
