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Linking Assignments to original instruments is now available in version 7.0y.  This will allow you to see all of the assignments that a record is associated with.  There are a couple of rules for you to follow.


The Assignment must already exist in your database before it can be linked


When linking Assignments you must begin with the original Document


You can only link 1 instrument to 1 assignment.  IE: in 2000 you record a Mortgage for Chittenden Bank.  2001 that mortgage gets assigned to Bank North. Then in 2002 Bank North assigns this instrument to Bank of America.       In this example the Original mortgage would be linked to the Bank North.  Then the Bank North Assignment instrument would be linked Bank of America.  When you look up the original Mortgage which was recorded in 2000 you will see that this instrument was assigned in 2001 then again in 2002.


The Following will show you how to link these records together.





Enter an assignment into the Land Record program and save that record.  To make this process easy retain the sequence number for this record.  You can use the sequence number to link your instruments together.


Select ‘Edit Land Records’ from the Main Menu.  Find the original instrument for the instrument you just added in step #1.


Click on the ‘ASsingments’ button seen below.





The next window that appears allows you to link an assignment.  Click on the ‘Add Assignment’


Simply type in the Sequence # in the space provided.  You may also click on the find button and look for a record by Grantor, Grantee, Book & Page, Seq #, and Date Recorded if needed.


Press the ‘Ok’ button when you have selected the correct record then you MUST press the ‘OK’ button on the previous screen to save your changes.





The next time you look up this record and click on the ‘Assignment’ button it will display the assignment that you have just added.  Also note when you look up the assignment you will be able to click on the ‘Assignment’ button and it will show you the mortgage that you linked it with.








One step further your assignment has just been re-assigned.  1st add your new assignment as done in step # 1 above.  (Remember the sequence # that is attributed to that record).


As done in step # 2 find your assignment instrument that you used in step #5.  (In the example in step #5 we used sequence # ‘00014’).  You will notice when you click the ‘Assignment’ button you will see the sequence # along with book and page of the mortgage that this instrument is already linked to.


At this point click the ‘Add Assignment’ button and as done in step #5 and find the assignment that you just added.


Next save the record by pressing the ‘Ok’ button on the Assignment screen as well as the Edit screen.





12. Now if you edit your original Mortgage which can be seen below and click on the ‘Assignment’ button it will display your original assignment which in this example was sequence # ‘00014’ as well as the record that was assigned to that record which is sequence # ‘00020’
